A4 SAILING

Our Optimist sailors have been busy over the last few months, which have been very exciting and a number of Spinnaker
Optimist sailors have achieved some great results, as you’'ll see from the following reports.

The last time we wrote for the newsletter, Ravi and | were sitting on a ferry heading for Holland, so let's pick up from there...

Braassemermeer, Holland (April) Matt Wallis and Tarra Gill-Taylor were selected for the GBR team that travelled to
Braassemermeer in Holland to compete in the Easter Regatta. The weather was beautiful and Braass is a good fun place to go, with
lots of cycling in search of apple strudels and beer. The sailing was good too (!) and Tarra finished 32" in the Gold fleet with Matt 7" in
the Silver fleet.

Selection Trials (May) The Selections are to decide who gets into the GBR teams to compete at the World Champs, European
Champs and French Nationals. The top 80 or so sailors in the country are invited to take part over two long weekends, which this year
were at Portland and Pwillheli. The racing is tough, the courses long and there are many races that run back-to-back. They're often
windy and this year was no exception, especially the second weekend at Pwllheli when it really blew.

The great news was that Tarra qualified for the Europeans in early July. Tarra sailed very well, posting half a dozen single-digit results
and counting 10 results in the top 20. His ot place guaranteed Tarra a place in the Europeans team.

Matt Wallis finished 29" and Scott Wallis was 54" overall and 4™ Junior.

Inland Championships (May) The Inland Champs took place at Grafham in May. The Inlands are one of the three events that
contribute to the sailors’ rankings, so they're important in determining which training squad a sailor gets into and whether they are
invited to take part in next year’'s Selection Trials and GBR team for Braassemermeer. They're huge: well over 200 sailors divided into
“flights” that take turns to race against each other.

Three races were sailed in moderate winds on the first day, which died completely on the Sunday preventing any further sailing and
cayjsing there to be no discardable race. Tarra Gill-Taylor and Matt Wallis got their rankings off to a good start with Tarra 16™ and Matt
19",

Other Spinnaker sailors included Scott Wallis, Megan Brickwood, Philippa Hollingshurst, Matthew Hall, Josh Potts and Nathalie Irons
who was unfortunately rammed by an unidentified and cavalier sailor in one of the races, damaging her boat and forcing her to retire.

In the Regatta fleet, Joseph sailed very well and finished 5™ with Milo Gill-Taylor bringing “Little Egg” home in 70" place overall.

Southern Area Championships (June) Spinnaker Optimist sailors did extremely well at the recent Southern Area Championships
held at the Royal Victoria Yacht Club at Fishbourne on the Isle of Wight.

The less experienced sailors sailed in a Regatta fleet and the more seasoned campaigners sailed in a Main
fleet that included the Juniors and Seniors. The weather was beautiful, provided you didn't want to sail
anywhere quickly. The winds were desperately light and racing was difficult. It was, however, one of the most
pleasant weekends imaginable if you were part of the support team ashore. The RVYC is extremely friendly
and situated in a lovely spot.

Joseph Burns won the Regatta fleet with an impressive string of results including a 1%, 3 and 5", Scott Wallis
finished in 6™ place in the Main fleet and was top Junior with results including a 2" 4™ and 10™. The Junior
trophy has some very well known names on it, including Jason Belben, lan Percy, Ben Ainslie, Chris Draper,
Stephen Broom and of course last year's Junior Champion, Tarra Gill-Taylor. Tarra went a steg) further this
year by winning the Main fleet to become Southern Area Champion, with results that included a 2", 3 and 5"

Well done to Joseph, Scott and Tarra and to all the other Spinnaker sailors who made the trip to the Island,
including Matt Wallis, Josh Potts, Phillippa Hollingshurst, Matthew Hall and Milo Gill-Taylor.

RLYC (June) The Royal Lymington Optimist Open was sailed over two weekends this year, to cope with the number of sailors who
wanted to take part. The Main fleet was one weekend and the Regatta fleet met the following weekend.

The Main fleet sailed in very light winds, especially on the Sunday when many sailors couldn’t complete the course within the time limit.
Tarra sailed very well and posted a 2" 10" 11™ and 20 (out of 126 sailors) to finish impressively in 6" place overall. The other
Spinnaker sailors in the Main fleet included Scott Wallis, Matt Wallis, Josh Potts, Megan Brickwood and Philippa Hollingshurst.

In the Regatta fleet Joseph Burns was 8™ with a very solid set of results.

Well, that's about it for the time being. At the time of writing several Spinnaker families are getting ready to go to Hayling Island for
another weekend of racing.

It's great to see so many Spinnaker Optimist sailors getting on the race circuit. If you haven't “hit the road” yet, then do try it. It's a
superb way of getting some experience and making many new friends and having tons of fun at the same time.

Tarra has sailed superbly over the last few months and posted a hugely impressive set of results, capped by his selection for @

the GBR European Team. Well done Tarra! Enjoy the Greek sunshine (and 40 degree temperatures!) and Good Luck from all
of us at Spinnaker!

New boat racks

Now in full use with two extra providing capacity for 16 more
Optimists. Most of the bars now have rubber mats to help protect
boats from chaffing or damage. If your allocated rack position does
not have the protection please tell either Graham Stone or Sara
Revers-Jackson. Please do not put your own protection on the bars
as matting or fabric retains water and will shorten the racks’
lifespan. They have been galvanised to help prolong their lifespan.
An older rack has a cross-member missing so two boats cannot yet
be placed. We will have this repaired soon. One new rack is also
. settling by one corner, which we will fix when we get the manpower. 3 :
Optimist owners with rack space allocations: always place your boat upside down to avoid it filling with water, which can damage the
boat and the rack. Covers are not always sufficiently waterproof to stop an Optimist filling with water over time.

Rack spaces will be allocated according to frequency of boat use. If users have difficulty putting their boats on the rack, just ask
someone to help. We are a friendly Club and everybody is happy to help others when required. Brian Watkins

Parking

More than once CentreBoard has alerted members to the need to park sensibly, especially on busy days at the Club.

This certainly has had an effect, for many agree that even on summer Sunday mornings, people are parking more tidily, and that the
problem is not too awful. However, sailors do still find their dinghies blocked into their berths. This particularly affects the Fireflies and
Solos in the southern park and the row of berths in the northern car park after the hut. Not only is it necessary to respect owners' needs
to get their boats out, we also have to keep accesses free for emergency vehicles.

On crowded days, please avoid rigging and derigging in the car parks. There is ample space in the dinghy parks or just take the trouble
to move to the spacious beach at the north end. It is also helpful to leave your dinghy trailers out of the way. Incidentally, one
Winnebago takes up three car parking spaces. All members can help by putting these points politely to our visiting sailors.

If it is clear that gridlock is looming, ask the PRO or any committee member and they will fetch a key to open up the overflow car park
just opposite the Club’s main entrance. Whoever does this is responsible for locking the gate once the overflow area is empty. Ed.

Lock it!

Please can we remind all members and groups that if they are the last people to leave the premises, they must shut and
lock both gates and ensure that the doors and windows to the clubhouse are closed and locked.

Please remember to check that BOTH gates are shut and not just the one you drive out of.

Last Saturday evening we had a break-in to the workshop and the jet washer and 4-day-old strimmer were taken. A replacement cost
of approx £ 700. The culprits were interrupted mid-act by two fishermen who called the police. As they were loading things into their
van that was parked outside the workshop it can only be assumed the gate had been left open during the daytime as no Club members
were present.

Also | have arrived a couple of mornings and the main gate is open but no-one is on site. Having shut both gates myself the previous
evenings this indicates someone had been in that morning and assumed someone else would be in later in the day.

Please check both gates and the clubhouse if you are the last to leave, no matter what time of day it is. Sooner or later it could be your
boat that goes walkies, not the Club’s property. Graham Stones
